Thanks for downloading the Square Dance low table design files. 

This document contains Production instructions mixed with some words about Open Design.

Production instructions

Before you delete the frame and the creative commons mark to prepare the DXF file for production, please note that you can use this design as many times you like, change it, send it to others, and express through it any personal point of view and creativity, as long as you follow the Creative Commons license. Open Design suggests a way a designer can design and produce globally in a free creative environment. Your cooperation will be much valued.

The Square Dance low table started in 2000 and now it is published after some detail modification to shape and feet details.

Laser cut the outline from 2mm stainless steel (I use IIID grade Mirror finish).

Bending is quite simple when you understand what to do, and I would recommend to make a scale paper outline of the table to have some idea about it.

Lay the steel cutout with the mirror finish facing the floor. Wear gloves. Kneel at the center of the cutout and pull one of the arms towards you, then do the same with the next one until you get into the position where an arm can be placed under the other. Repeat until all arms are in their position (the last arm is a bit tricky, but not a problem).

With padded pliers (to avoid scratches) bend the feet details about 60 deg. and place a round felt sticker at the top of the circle.

Turn the table upside down and press it in the middle to tighten the arms. The arms will not loosen or flip back.

I would like you to mail me about your experience with this product and read your suggestions. In case you made modifications or found nice applications to it, I would be curious to see them. Photos, DXF files, and production instructions will be posted intact, and author credited on my website under the same Creative Commons agreement as mine.
